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The Lord has been dealing with my heart on this subject. It is heartbreaking to know the results of compromising with the world, and compromising the Godly principles taught in God’s word, in our daily lives. 
Jesus said that before his return that this Earth would be as it was in the days of Noah, before the great flood. If we will go back to the book of Genesis we will find that they were in about their twentieth century, and probably well advanced in their culture. But as it is with the human race they think that they know more than the one that created them, as they grow smarter and learn more about the Earth and the principles that God has installed in the making of this universe, they begin to think that all things just happened by themselves, and begin to believe the lies of Satan, as Adam and Eve were deceived, so were they. Salvation is free for those who will turn from the sins of this world, and give their hearts to Jesus Christ; who loves them, and died for them, and will give them eternal life with him.
