              FROM THE ABUNDANCE OF YOUR HEART!

The Lord has been dealing with me on this subject for some time now, and I will attempt to give you what God has lain on my heart to write.

God is real and there is a Heaven to be gained, and that lake that burns with eternal fire and brimstone is a real place, and those who haven’t given their whole heart and lives into the kingdom of God, will certainly spend eternity there. Those who are trying to hold onto the things of the world with one hand and still serve God are just fooling themselves and placing their souls in jeopardy, because you cannot serve two masters, and God will not share his glory with another, especially his adversary Satan.
As I was dealing with a man about his eternal soul, I made the statement that he needed to make sure that his heart was right with God. This seemed to offend him, and he told me that I had not been around him and that I didn’t know what was in his heart, and that he was a Christian and everything was alright between him and God. Now I had been talking with this man for a while and the things that he was saying, told me that his heart was anything but right with God: because unforgiveness and hatred was very prevalent in his life, but in this case it would be fruitless to continue with him and just make him angrier. Jesus told us in Mathew 15:18: but those things that proceed out of the mouth come forth from the heart; and they defile the man. For out of the heart proceed evil thoughts, murderers, adulteries, fornications, thefts, false witness, and blasphemies.

Many times while I am witnessing to people who the Lord brings me into contact with, I hear them say that they are saved, but often their conversation will betray what is really in their hearts. They do not understand the word of God, and it has never really taken root, and become real and true in their lives. Jesus said in Matthew 13, when he was telling about the parable of the sower: and when he sowed, some seed fell by the wayside, and the fowls came and devoured them up: some fell upon stony places where they had not much earth; and forthwith they sprung up, because they had no deepness of earth; and when the sun was up, they scorched; and because they had no root, they withered away. And some fell among thorns; and the thorns sprung up and chocked them; but others fell in good ground, and brought forth fruit, some an hundred fold, some sixty, some thirtyfold.

Now when Jesus explained this parable to his Disciples, when one hears the word of the kingdom, and understand it not, then the wicked one, and catches away that which was sown in their heart. This is he which received seed by the wayside. But he which that received the seed into stony places, the same is he that hears the word, and anon with joy receives it; yet he has not root in himself, but dureth for a while: for when tribulation or persecution arises because of the word, by and by he is offended. He also that received seed among the thorns is he that hears the word, and the care of this world, and the deceitfulness of riches, choke the word, and he becomes unfruitful. But he that received seed into the good ground, is he that received the word and understands it, which also bears fruit, and brings forth, some an hundredfold, and some sixty and some thirty.
Understanding the words in the Bible is the key to being fruitful in the work of God, and we must pray that the Holy Spirit will open up our understanding and allow the Holy Spirit to lead us to do the will of God. We must be sure that our motives are love of God, and love for the lost souls. We must keep a humble spirit, and not be confrontational when we witness to those who need Jesus, and lift up Jesus to them and The Holy Spirit will do the work in the lives of those we are witnessing to.

 Now God is dealing with me about unforgiveness. Now the Lord talked about this subject a lot in the Bible, especially in the 18th. Chapter of Matthew. We must have a love for the lost soul, and it doesn’t matter what that person has done to you in the past, because God tells us to pray for those who have done bad things to us and to do good for them, and what more could we do than earnestly pray for them to be saved? God loves that person just like he loves you, and he has placed his servants here to do his will, which is to lead those who are lost, back to God.
Now the reality is that everyone does not like me, and I do not like everyone, and that is in the flesh, but God does not allow us to stay in the flesh, but we must be spiritual, and allow the Holy Spirit to love through us, and this will allow us to be able to love the unlovable person. We must allow the Holy Spirit to use us in the work of God in order to accomplish the will of our Father in Heaven. We are not our own, but we belong to God and his Son Jesus Christ, and we were lost and he forgave us our sin, and we must forgive others, or we will not be forgiven.
This is straight from The Holy Spirit of God, he is calling for us to love one another, and to have unity in the Body of Christ, and to be witnesses for him. The time is short before the catching away. Be ready and doing the will of our Father, who is in heaven when he returns.
