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The words that we use, do we ever stop for a moment to consider the effects that they may be having on the ones that we are directing them to? The words that we use are the products of those things that live within our hearts, and those around us can know who is in control of our thoughts by the things that we speak. Let us go to Mathew 12:33, where Jesus is speaking, either make the tree good and his fruit good, or else make the tree corrupt: and his fruit corrupt: for the tree is known by his fruit. O generation of vipers, how can you being evil, speak good things? For out of the abundance of the heart the mouth speaketh. A good man out of the good treasure of the heart bringeth forth good things: and an evil man out of evil treasure bringeth forth evil things. But I say unto you, that every idle word that men shall speak, they shall give account thereof in the Day of Judgment. For by thy words thou shalt be justified, and by thy words thou shalt be condemned.

The words of Jesus are the guidelines that we should use when we speak. Our words are designed to tear down or to build up, and as Christians we should always try to use words that will bring comfort to those who are sad, and Godly instruction to those in need of guidance, and words of encouragement to those who are struggling. We must always remember that once our words are spoken they cannot be brought back, and when we are speaking to a child or a loved one, our words can kill or bring life. Think before you speak, and ask yourself, just what do I want the words that I am speaking to accomplish? Are my words in love or in anger, will they build up or tear down? Do they need to be spoken, or do I need to remain silent?
Our words tell a lot about our spiritual condition. That word that we speak about others and how the words are spoken tells those that hear them where our souls are with Jesus and the kingdom of God. If our words are uplifting, and encouraging they are good, but if they are in anger or spoken in condemnation they are evil. Let us see what the Apostle James had to say about this subject: James chapter 1:26. If any man among you seems to be religious, and bridles not his tongue, but deceives his own heart, this man’s religion is in vain. What he is saying, that if you are tearing down your brother or sister that is struggling with the problems of this world, and not praying for them, you are not of Christ. You never know what problems that your brother and sisters are facing, we don’t know the temptations or trials that they are facing. If you were facing those same things that they are facing, how would you want everyone to treat you? Would you want them to pray for you and to encourage you? Or would you want them to condemn you? James chapter 3:8, but the tongue can no man tame; it is unruly, full of evil, full of deadly poison. There with bless we God, even the Father; and therewith curse we men, which are made after the similitude of God. Out of the same mouth proceeds blessing and cursing. My brethren these things ought not to be. Verse 14, but if you have bitter envying and strife in your hearts, glory not, and lie not against the truth. This wisdom descendeth not from above, but is earthly, sensual, and devilish. For where envying and strife is, there is confusion and every evil work. But the wisdom that is from above is first pure, then peaceable, gentle, and easy to be entreated, full of mercy and good fruits, without partiality, and without hypocrisy. And the fruit of righteousness is sown in peace of them that make peace.

Now I know that the Bible plainly said that no man can tame the tongue, so it is useless to try to do it on your own, but if you will let the Holy Spirit control your emotions and your mind, your tongue will follow after righteousness, and God will tame your tongue for you. You will be able to resist the temptation to talk bad about, and to others. James 1:12. Blessed is the man that endures temptation: for when he is tried, he shall receive the crown of life, which the Lord hath promised to them that love him.
