LOVE AND MARRIAGE
ACCORDING TO THE BIBLE.

God has laid this on my heart to write this since there is so much confusion and misunderstanding in the Churches of the living God today on this subject. I will do my best to shed the light of the word of God, on the subject of marriage from the Bible. There are many books that are written by secular writers on this subject, that do not acknowledge God in they’re writing, and only teach about the physical side of marriage. The Bible teaches us how to deal with all things that are common to man.
For the best understanding of marriage we will start in Genesis chapter 1:28. Here is where we find that God made man in the image of God, and when God created man in the image of God, he made him male and female. In verse 28, God blessed them and said unto them be fruitful and multiply and replenish the Earth. Now in the 3rd. chapter we find that God tells us the order that he created them. We know this because in the 4th. Verse He tells us that these are the generations of the heavens and the Earth in the day that the Lord God made the Earth and the heavens. Now let us go to verse 7. And the Lord God formed man from the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living soul. Now in verse 18, and the Lord God said, it is not good that man should dwell alone; I will make him and help meet for him. In the next verses God allowed Adam to name every creature that God had created, but for Adam there was not found a help meet for him. And God caused a deep sleep to fall upon Adam and he slept: and he took one of his ribs, and closed up the flesh thereof; and the rib which the Lord God had taken from man, made he a woman, and brought her to the man. And Adam said this is now bone of my bones, and flesh of my flesh: she shall be called woman, because she was taken out of man. Therefore shall a man leave his father and mother and cleave to his wife: and they shall be one flesh.
Now we find that woman is a special creation, because she wasn’t formed from the dust of the ground, but was formed from a rib of the man, and this makes her really special to men and a special gift from God to man. God has given to man a friend and a lover, a person to share his life with through troubles and trials, and they are one flesh. As one flesh the husband and wife should treat each other as if their mate is their flesh physically. We should not abuse our own flesh, physically or emotionally. Not only is your wife a physical part of you but she is a gift to you from God and is a blessing to you from God. When we allow God to take his rightful place in our lives, we will have a blessed marriage.
Now when man sinned, God had mercy upon him, and instead of killing him then and there he changed the rules. Genesis 3: 16, God told Eve that I will greatly multiply thy sorrow and thy conception; in sorrow thou shall bring forth children; and thy desire shall be unto thy husband, and he shall rule over you. Now today we have those who take this literally and think that God meant for man to rule a woman like God had made him a king over the woman. This is not the case, because in the next verse God told Adam that he would have to till the ground by the sweat of his brow. This meant that Adam would have to provide for his family by the sweat of his brow.
In Ecclesiastes 9:9, Live joyfully with the wife whom thou lovest all of the days of the life of thy vanity, which he hath given thee under the sun, all of the days of thy vanity: for that is thy portion in this life, and in thy labor which thou takes under the sun.

Now let us go to Ephesians 5:25. Here we find that the Apostle Paul tells the husbands to love your wives even as Christ loved the Church and gave his life for it.
Now if we love our wives as Christ loved the Church we will have to love sacrificially as Christ has done. That means forgiving wrongs, sacrificially as Christ has done for those who make up the Church. We are one flesh with our wives and we should love our wives as our own selves, because they are part of us, and the same thing goes for our wives. Ephesians 5:22 tells the wives to submit themselves to their own husbands as unto the Lord. This means that they should honor their husbands as they honor the Lord, and to love their husbands as they love the Lord. Now we will find that God didn’t make man or woman perfect, we all have our faults. When we accept our mate, we accept those faults along with the assets of that person that we have decided to make our life mate. We must learn to love our mates even though they have those faults, just the way that Christ loves us with our faults. We need to spend time praying with our mates and pray for them, we need to keep a hedge prayed around that person that we love and have a unified bond with our mate to defeat Satan every time that he raises his hand against us, or our family. The family is and was created by God and it is his will for the family to prosper, and if we will ask God’s blessings on our mates he will certainly bless them.
I know that there is not a perfect marriage, and problems will arise as long as we are still in this mortal body. The thing that I am striving to accomplish with this lesson is to give you that that is needed to manage those problems that will or have arisen in your life.
Now I would like to address another part of marriage where modern day society has made a shambles of the lives of many, and Satan has pressed his will upon the lives of many. In this modern day those that we have trusted to educate our children have betrayed our faith in them, and taught the things of Satan and turned the hearts of our children away from God and the teaching of the Bible which is the word of God. 
The public schools have taken our tax money and without our consent have tried to take away the authority of the parents in the raising of our children. This system of education has failed our society miserably, resulting in very low self esteem in many, and the result is many have committed suicide, or turned to drugs, etc: filling our jails courts and, prisons with those who are victims of their teachings. Our schools have told our children that premarital sex is alright and that they should accept homosexual behavior as a normal lifestyle, and to try it to see if they may have those tendencies, and if they get their girl friend pregnant it is alright to terminate that pregnancy with abortion. I see their finished products every time that I visit our jails and talk to those who have wound up there.

You may ask what does this have to do with marriage. I am glad to answer this question. All of these things are detrimental to a Godly marriage and illicit sexual behavior before marriage will defile your future marriage bed. We find in Hebrews 13:4, marriage is honorable in all and the bed undefiled: but the whoremongers and adulterers will God judge.
Now we must remember that the Satan comes to kill to steal and to destroy, but Jesus comes so that we can have life and that more abundantly. The blood of Jesus cleanses all sin and will make you as clean and white as snow.

I urge you to apply the principles of the Bible to your lives and allow God to be the main source of guidance. Now I will say this just one partner cannot accomplish a Godly marriage, it takes both man and wife to join together and each one do their best to make their marriage a happy and joyful life together
